Instructions for Google Earth Project

Using Google Earth, you are going to create a “tour” of various issues and places that we have studied in Facing History Latin America.  You must have between TEN and TWENTY different places/events in your file.

How to Start:

1) Open Google Earth

a. Click ONCE on “My Places”

b. Go to the top menu row and click “Add->New Folder”

c. Give the folder a name (this will be your project name)

d. Keep “allow this folder to be expanded” checked

e. Write a description of the project.

2) Begin researching your project.  

a. Find 10 to 20 different events/issues from the class that we studied throughout the year.

i. Remember to stay consistent with the themes of Facing History!

b. Write down your events/issues in chronological order.

i. This will help you organize your thoughts when you put the info into Google Earth.

c. Use your notebooks to gather information on each sub-topic that you are using in the project.  You may also want to use the internet for more information.

d. Search for images and video to embed into your information.

i. Video will usually provide the code to copy and paste.  Pictures require this code, “<img src=url…>”  where url… is the address of the picture.

3) Start building your “tour”

a. Make sure that your project folder is highlighted

b. Search for your first place in the search window

c. After your have “flown” to the site click “Add->Placemark”

i. You can change the shape by clicking the icon in the corder

ii. Add a title

iii. Add a description and embed your photo or video

iv. EXAMPLE:[image: image1.png]eoce ‘Google Earth - Edit Placemark.

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d. Continue to add place-marks

i. Remember to keep your places in basic chronological or thematic order.

e. Save your work as a .kmz file.
